ESeC Validation Conference: Discussion Group 5

Communication and Dissemination
1.
We need to consider all the ways in which we should disseminate information about ESeC.

2.
First, we have the website to which we will be adding information concerning the Lisbon meeting and our plans for the July conference.

3.
Second, work will begin after Lisbon on an ESeC User Manual which will also be web-based.

4.
Third, we plan to produce an edited volume on ESeC which will contain a theoretical and methodological introduction and chapters on each validation study.   It might also include studies by NSIs.  Whether this should be in the form of a book or a special journal issue should be considered.

5.
In addition, and bearing in mind Anton Kunst’s paper, we should consider preparing special articles on ESeC relevant to the needs of (a) policy researchers and (b) NSIs.  In the latter connection, the Journal of Official Statistics is an obvious choice, the ILO journal is another.  There may also be national journals/newsletters where we should publicise ESeC.

ONS has a specific role in working with other NSIs and Eurostat to publicise ESeC through the media.

Which journals are best in terms of publication to appeal to policy researchers?  NSIs?

Continuation strategy: how do we ensure ESeC is maintained, updated, etc? What role might Eurostat play? Future projects?

What else should we be considering, e.g. better publicity for the ESeC website?
