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National experience of using ISCO-88:
1 Definition of managers
2 How supervisors are treated

We try to follow the principles of ISCO-88. 

Very common with job titles including the word manager (for example area manager), boss, coach, responsible for, project leader, head of….

In LFS job title, main task and duties, size of the workplace, industry and the new question “Do your tasks include managing or supervising the work of other employees?” (regulation). 
About 5 % in MG 1. To restricted rules or flat organisations? Seldom a working proprietor is classified in MG 1.

Where put “managers” or supervisors on an intermediate level of an enterprise/organisation? More employment status than a different occupation.
Not separate groups for supervisors or persons with some managerial responsibilities. 
Instead a separate variable/question: 

Do your tasks include managing or supervising the work of other employees?

30 % answered YES in Swedish LFS April 2005.
3 Nurses and teachers
3.1 Nurses

University degree, 3 years (since 1993), midwives 4 ½ years.

Nurses splitted MG 2 (6 UG) and MG 3 (6 UG). Compromise, trade union MG 2, employers MG 3.

Unwise to split, to appoint some specialities and extra training as professionals (changing all the time). Impossible for Sweden to place all nurses in MG 3. 

3.2 Teachers

All kind of teachers, except pre-primary teachers, in MG 2.

Primary teachers (university degree 3 ½ - 4 ½ years)

Secondary education teachers spitted into 3 UG (academic subjects, vocational, artistic/practical subjects).

Pre-primary teachers MG 3 (university degree, 3 years). Problem? Compare with nurses.
4 Definition of technicians
The Swedish expression is closely related, “tekniker”.

About 260 with the word “technician” in our index if occupational titles:
